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TERMS OF SALE
(Please read carefully before bidding.)

The auction will be conducted in accordance with the terms set forth below.  Bidding in the sale constitutes acceptance of all terms stated herein.

(1) Bidding.  The auction will be online on our auction platform auctions.ioneil.com. It will close at 8 pm Pacific Standard Time on Saturday 
April 22, 2023. Bidding will continue after 8pm for lots with active bidding having been placed between 7:50pm and 7:59pm until 10 minutes 
pass without a new bid. The lots still open after 8pm move to the front of the auction. We also accept bids by email, phone, mail and fax (by 
fax: please follow up by phone or email to confirm that bids were received). All bids by email will be acknowledged. E-mail bids which have not been 
acknowledged have not been received.  Phone bids must be confirmed in writing upon request. The estimates listed in the catalog are starting prices.  
Bids will be increased per the increment table on our auction website.  If you enter a maximum bid (your highest), the bidding will be incremented as 
needed to win the lot, up to your maximum bid.  Bids must be for an entire lot.  Auctioneer reserves the right to extend bidding.

24cm 
(9.5”) high, made by Georgios Vroutos and signed on the right 
bottom side with his initials “Γ.B.”. Bust of Nike, head turned half 
right, her wings on either side, with long flowing hair, on small 
pillar decorated with olive branches. In the back is an indented 
plaque inscribed in Greek “To the winner/engraved line “E.H. 
Clarc”/Athens 1896/G. Vroutos”. Harvard graduate Ellery Clark 
has been the only Olympic athlete ever to win both high jump and 
long jump. Before the discovery of this sculpture, only one was 
known, dedicated to Vroutos’ colleague Maria Papaioann on August 
15, 1896. It is displayed at the National Museum in Athens.

		  According to Athens newspapers “To Asty”, “Akropolis” and 
“Efimeris” on April 3 and 6, 1896, Mr. Vroutos sent 21 statues 
to the Organizing Committee to be distributed to the foreign first 
place medal winners, each with name, at a Farewell Reception at 
the Hotel Grande Bretagne on April 3. The joy of the recipients was 
indescribable.

		  This is the only known Victory Statue awarded to a first place 
1896 athlete.  Lightly discolored from dust, small chips, light wear 
on nose, VF. Of utmost rarity. ($95,000)

Letter Written by Kate Clark, 
Great-Granddaughter of Ellery Clark

  Ellery Harding Clark Sr., my great grandfather, was a Harvard track 
athlete who joined the 1896 Olympic team.  He won two first places at 
the first modern Olympics in Athens, Greece, and remains to this day the 
only male athlete to win both the high jump and broad jump in the same 
Olympics.  For his victories he was awarded a winner’s statue by Georgios 
Vroutos, which was granted to a non-Greek athlete who won events.  You 
will notice his name is engraved on the back of the statue. 
  Upon his death, this sculpture was passed down to his son, my 
grandfather, Captain Ellery Harding Clark, Jr.  Since my grandfather’s 
death in 1997, the sculpture has been in my fathers’ possession.  We 
had it proudly displayed in our living room for decades, as it reminded 
my father of his beloved grandfather and his many groundbreaking 
accomplishments.  We are delighted to share this historic sculpture with 
someone who will treasure it the way our family has for the past 127 years.

Winged Victory by Artist Georgios Vroutos Awarded to Double Olympic Winner 
Ellery Clark in the 1896 Athens Olympic Games.
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2.	 Grenoble 1968 Winter. Official Torch, One of Only 33 Torches. 
Copper, 76cm (29.9”), with red original wrapping, weight about 
4.5 lbs. (abt. 2 kg), made by Société Technique d’ Equipment et 
de Fournitures Industrielles (STEFI). The torch top looks like a 
flame. It is also decorated by three silver logo plaques on its sides, 
designed by Roger Excoffon. Small bumps, VF-EF. Very rare. 
($200,000)

		  The flame was lit in Olympia, Greece on December 16, 1967. 
The first torchbearer was Tassos Bahouros. The relay went first to 
Mount Olympus, then to Athens. From there it was flown to Paris 
where, on December 19, Jean Vuarnet (downhill gold in Squaw 
Valley, 1960) received the flame at Orly airport. Alain Mimoun (3 
times silver behind Emil Zatopek in London 1948 and Helsinki 
1952 two times, marathon gold in Melbourne 1956) was the first 
torch bearer, Alan Calmat (figure skating silver in Innsbruck 1964) 
the last torchbearer at the Opening Ceremony on February 6, 1968. 
5,000 torchbearers carried the flame through France sharing the 
small number of torches made for the relay.

3.	 Revival of the Olympic Games at the Paris Olympic Congress 
Opened on June 16, 1894 at the Sorbonne. Two pages, each 
20.5x26.5cm (8.1”x10.4”), in French. List of the President, Vice 
Presidents and Commission, the Festivities for the Congress, the 
Program about Amateurism and Professionism; Restablishment of 
the Olympic Games, and Regulations of the Congress. 24 French 
sport clubs and 13 foreign sport federations attended the Congress: 
on June 23, 1894 a Resolution was agreed on to Revive the 
Olympic Games. Chipped, creased, taped on back in several 
places, browning, Fine. Extremely rare. ($1,000)

Rev. St. George slaying the dragon, representing Great 
Britain, Victory at left holding palm branch. Edge inscribed 
“Winner 8 Metre Yacht Race”. Official report p.339: Silver Olympic 
Medals to the Crew of Four of Cobweb, the name of the winning yacht. 
Housed in red leather case inscribed in gold on top in 4 lines, EF, 
medal toned EF. ($8,000)

5.	 Stockholm 1912. International Olympic Committee Badge. 
Goldplated silver, 39x45mm, made by Sporrong, Stockholm. Bust 
of ancient Greek athlete facing within oak wreath, over plaque with 
three Swedish crowns inscribed with Olympic Games Stockholm 
1912 legend. Elbel S-2. EF. A beautiful and rare badge. ($2,600)
